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1  P r o j e c t  O b j e c t i v e s  –  T h e m a t i c  N e t w o r k  a n d  
B e s t  P r a c t i c e  A n a l y s i s  

 

The main objective of the eSDI-Net+ project is the establishment of a “European 
Network on Geographic Information Enrichment and Reuse”. Its intention is to bring 
together existing key players of Spatial Data Infrastructures (SDIs) and target users 
in a European Thematic Net-work to be established as a platform for cross-border 
dialogue – for information exchange, low-level technical discussions and high level 
decisions. The network aims at increasing awareness of the important role SDIs play 
in the efficient and effective acquisition, access, enrichment and reuse of Geo Infor-
mation (GI), to allow an integrated view of the experts and to permit the creation of 
integrated guidelines, standards, and implementation of best practices. It meets the 
need to build a forum for the many initiatives and SDI stakeholders across Europe 
especially acting on a local level. Therefore the communication mechanisms between 
the European and the sub-national level will be improved to maximise the benefits of 
INSPIRE and GMES, regarding digital GI content. All potential barriers of this pro-
cess will be addressed during the project, such as cultural und linguistic barriers, 
technological and organisational barriers as well as legal barriers. 

One of the most important communication mechanisms between the European and 
the local level used in this project are the workshops organised by the eSDI-Net+ 
project partners. The first step towards these workshops is the identification and ana-
lysis of existing best practice SDI solutions on the sub-national level. The next step 
following the workshops is the Best Practice Award in  
November 2009 where all the best practice SDIs 
identified by the project partners can parti- 
cipate. eSDI-Net+ started on 
September 1, 2007, and has 
now success fully comple- 
ted its first year. This  
annual report gives 
a concise overview 
over the project and 
its activities for the 
public and all project 
stakeholders. 
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2  C o n s o r t i u m  
 

Two major criteria were essential for the formation of the Consortium: the involvement 
of a large number of European countries and the representation of partners from the 
major relevant groups of digital geographic data stakeholders in the countries covered. 

The consortium includes representatives from 14 European countries: Belgium, Bulga-
ria, Czech Republic, Finland, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Italy, Netherlands, Poland, 
Portugal, Romania, Spain and Sweden. Via regional workshops organized by the 
consortium members, also involved get: Austria, France, Luxemburg, Slovakia, UK 
and Denmark, furthermore, with Croatia, Macedonia (FYROM) and Turkey future EU 
members, and with Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro, Serbia, Switzer-
land, Norway and Iceland also some of the potential European Union candidates. 

 

 

Four stakeholder groups are represented within the consortium: 

The Providers of geographical data  like local, national and regional public autho-
rities are represented by KRF and Regione Piemonte as well as indirectly GI um-
brella associations that cover the majority of European countries with their members.  
Intergraph and the GI umbrella associations speak for the private organisations and 
institutions that create, collect or own digital geographical data. Their expertise is 
needed for the identification of local, national and regional SDI best practices, for 
dissemination and raising awareness and, of course, for the implementation of stan-
dard solutions. 

Users of digital geographical data  are represented by research institutes, univer-
sities, software manufacturers and public authorities. Their role within the project is to 
evaluate the best practice solutions as their expertise lies in the knowledge of State-
of-the-art, reference applications and technology development. CNR-IMATI, Fraunho- 
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fer-IGD and FOKUS, ICIA, SEERC and AGILE stand for the research institutes. 
Universities that are directly involved are AGH, K. U. LEUVEN R&D, LIU-IDA, UJI and 
URS. Software manufacturers and public authorities often are users and providers of 
geographical data at the same time. The representing members within the project are 
named above. 

National and international GI umbrella associations  like AGILE, AGISEE, AMFM, 
EUROGI, GISIG, HUNAGI and USIG merge GI providers and users, interested 
organisations and entities from all over Europe. This coverage helps to disseminate 
the eSDI-Net+ Project and to raise local, regional, national and international aware-
ness for the goals of the project and the involved SDIs. Moreover, the GI umbrella 
associations are an important factor for the transfer of expertise. 

Consultancy and Network Management , as well as dissemination and awareness 
raising are the major tasks of IGS with support of some of the GI umbrella associ-
ations. 

In order to establish communication mechanisms between European and local levels 
and to maximize benefits of INSPIRE and GMES, the consortium collaborates and 
exchanges information with Joint Research Centre (JRC) as the technical respon-
sible for INSPIRE and EUROSTAT as the legal and organisational responsible for 
INSPIRE. These organisations are informed about project results and take part in 
relevant project meetings, conferences and workshops. This commitment supports 
the project to build an integrated view of experts and foster creation of integrated 
guidelines, standards, and to implement best practices. 

As a next step the network will also address Global and Pan European associations 
with interest in GI, for example in the areas of Surveying, Mapping and Cadastre, 
Geoscience and Geology, Space, Meteorology, Transport, or Environment. 

Strategic involvement of all stakeholders accompanies all project activities. This 
allows building strong synergistic partnerships, which will continue after the project 
end. 

 

3  P r o j e c t  R e s u l t s  a n d  A c h i e v e m e n t s  
 

In the first year of the project the activities first focused on the establishment of the ad-
ministrational structure and bodies, work planning within the different work packages, 
establishing a time line for the workshops, events and further planning. An Advisory 
Board and experts for the technology, content and dissemination oriented aspects 
have been nominated to accompany and support the eSDI-Net+ project. Also a con-
tribution to the goal of a pro-active network enlargement has been made in form of a  
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database of potential project stakeholders. In February 2008, the first eSDI-Net+ pro-
ject workshop took place in Rome, which aimed at establishing guidelines and com-
mon parameters to assess SDI initiatives. In addition, first steps towards the identi-
fication of SDI best practices and SDI evaluation methods have been undertaken. 

Moreover, efforts have been started on the identification of SDI best practices at the 
(sub-) national level and planning for the workshops in different European countries and 
regions. The national workshops aim at presenting existing (sub-)national SDI imple-
mentations/solutions and focus on similarities, usability and socio-economic impact of 
SDI and bring together stakeholders, show use cases and discuss questions on a 
national/regional level. Another intention followed by these workshops is, to select 
best practices out of the SDIs which will participate in the final eSDI-Net+ Best Prac-
tice Award in November 2009. 

All project activities have been accompanied by dissemination and awareness activi-
ties. The eSDI-Net+ partners participated in various events, conferences and mee-
tings, in which the eSDI-Net+ project has been presented to the key players in the GI 
field and to the public, e. g. the InterGeo 2007 in Leipzig/Germany, the JRC Work-
shop in Rome/Italy, the GSDI 10 Conference in St. Augustin/Trinidad, the GlobalGeo 
2008 in Barcelone/Spain. The eSDI-Net+ website (www.esdinetplus.eu) has been set 
up, where the visitors can find information about project activities, events and part-
ners as well as summaries and links to related projects and the co-funding European 
programme eContentplus. 
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4  T a r g e t  U s e r s  a n d  t h e i r  N e e d s  
 

The existing studies and practices throughout Europe demonstrate the need for users 
to have an easier access to spatial data as well as the need for exchange of good 
practices. As the eSDI-Net+ network consists of data providers and users, the network 
can be the platform for a dialogue between the European key players in the GI field. 
It is the intent of the project to establish a long-term sustainable network in this field and 
to identify an organisational structure to ensure the continuity of the thematic network. 

In general most GIS developments started with the implementation of components 
for specific applications and needs, and data sharing was not foreseen. Although this 
has helped to design systems with a demand driven approach, this evolution did not 
create a favourable context for interoperability and data exchange at different border 
levels. 

In this context, co-operation and co-ordination between public sector organizations is 
still limited. eSDI-Net+ now aims to facilitate the efforts to resolve this lack and to 
reach a status where data exchange is possible without further problems. With the 
INSPIRE Directive’s implementation being prepared, the eSDI-Net+ project supports 
the institutions in defining clear data exchange policies to disseminate their infor-
mation and provides the opportunity to bundle the individual and local efforts on a 
European level to benefit from each other.  

In their standardization policy and efforts, European bodies  require the support of 
each European Member State for the enforcement and validation of standards: na-
tionnal government suppliers are indeed key stakeholders and the implementation of 
validation procedures at regional and local level depends strongly on government 
policies regarding data distribution and cost reduction. 

All kinds of European GI Agencies , such as mapping, cadastre, infrastructure, hy-
drography agencies, will benefit from a uniform normative context which will promote 
the creation of a shared base cartography. This will help to prevent remarkable acci-
dents and ecological damages, also at the local level. 

Technological enterprises , in their quality as providers of tools and GI services, 
need to increase their knowledge in GI standardization. Furthermore, the geogra-
phical coverage of the eSDI-Net+ network can facilitate expanding their business in 
the greater part of the European countries. 

The GI Research community , thanks to a better definition of specifications, will be 
able to carry out the research and training projects together with other relevant ac-
tors, by transferring their knowledge not only in their national context, but throughout 
Europe. 
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Consumers  expect simple discovery and access to cheap or free data in simple 
standard formats that can be used in desktop or web applications. All users can 
benefit from the interoperable and accessible base cartography, solving their usual 
cross-border, cross-scale and cross-language problems. 

 

5  U n d e r l y i n g  C o n t e n t  –  E s t a b l i s h i n g  a  
T h e m a t i c  N e t w o r k  

 

In the strict sense, as the project is about establishing a network, there is no such thing 
as “(digital) content” in the eSDI-Net+ project. But in a broader view especially the estab-
lishment of this thematic network as well as the development of a common methodology 
for the analysis of the national SDIs within the project can be seen as its “content”. 

Networking the SDI stakeholders is fundamental as SDI is a mechanism to share. 
The first step of networking is related to the definition of the common elements the 
stakeholders want to share in order to discuss issues related to the definition and 
model of common data, to best practices in using the infrastructure for solving their 
own problems and for answering their own questions. Networking these people and 
organisations on a broader national and European level is about fulfilling the need for 
those involved to take account of the impact of future developments in developing 
their “global" GI strategies.  

Also important is the connection of the network to the users, the “thematicians” (e.g. 
land and urban planners, ecologists, urbanists etc.), that have done their job for 
many years and are not persuaded that the GI technology may assist them. There-
fore, it must not be neglected to match the GI technology with the users’ needs as 
well as to raise the acceptance of the developments within this area by the users. 

The second step is about identifying best practices and learning from each other. 
Based on a questionnaire for the interviews, the above mentioned common metho-
dology contains a significant commentary for the questionnaire, its parameters, crite-
ria and indicators for the subsequent analysis of the SDIs as well as recommend-
dations for the preparation and planning of the interviews and workshops.  

Key factors for the analysis of best practice SDIs for example are:  

1. Technological, innovative level and originality of the project,  
2. Implementation and/or readiness for INSPIRE principles,  
3. Level of fostering cooperation between different users (proof of visibility and/or 

user feedback),  
4. Possibility of extension to other countries and regions 
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Further criteria like accessibility, consistency of nomenclature, effectiveness and visi-
bility are also taken into account during the evaluation process. The regional efforts 
for sub-national SDI solutions have been started and are still going on in some 
European countries while others have already been finished (e.g Czech Republic and 
Slovakia, Hungary, Italy). For the second project year the completion, comparison 
and summarization of the analysing process is planned as well as the initiation of the 
Best Practice Award process. The SDI's registered for the identification and analysis 
phase will automatically be considered for the Award, providing they have been 
positively evaluated during the described process. Alongside, not yet registered but 
interested SDIs still have the opportunity to get involved: In March 2009 the call for 
the Best Practice Award will be made available on the project website

The criteria for the Best Practice Award are based on the common methodology and 
will also be published on the project website. Afterwards, the final step of establishing 
a sustainable thematic network will be the definition of each stakeholder’s role and to 
agree on the sharing of responsibilities. 

 

6  S u m m a r y  o f  A c t i v i t i e s  
 

The goals of Network Administration  for the first year were the establishment of the 
administrational framework and coordination of the network starting with its consortium 
partners. A contribution to the goal of a pro-active network enlargement has been made 
in form of a database of potential project stakeholders which contains contacts of the 
organisations and persons interested in collaboration with the eSDI-Net+ network as 
well as institutions and persons who would like to be regularly informed about the net-
work activities. These contacts were named by the consortium members, or are re-
sults of the project’s awareness activities: the addresses have been acquired at confer-
ences like the Kick-off Meeting in 2007, exhibitions and fairs, e. g. the InterGeo 2007 
and 2008, or are reactions to the press release and the website. Furthermore the 
database contains the SDIs approached by the members and workshop organizers. 
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One of the main objectives of the project was to exchange experiences, expertise 
and suitable criteria on SDI Best Practice Analysis , starting from a national and 
regional level. During the first year the initialisation of the collection of information 
about relevant existing local, regional and national SDI initiatives which served in the 
following as a basis for the determination of common problems and good solutions, 
and the establishing of guidelines for common parameters useful to assess SDI initia-
tives was launched. These guidelines provide a basis for the identification of SDI and 
“evaluation” on named criteria and for the ongoing national and application oriented 
workshops organized in order to characterise existing SDI implementations. Similari-
ties, usability and socio-economic impact of SDI as well as issues of integration be-
tween SDI’s and e-government policies and the view of the stakeholders have been 
considered independently. 

This effort also generated the common methodology in which recommendations for 
the interviews and for running the national and regional workshops have been 
developed. It is the basis document for the translations into further languages, which 
has already been done for Portuguese, Czech, Hungarian, Italian, French and 
German, in order to reach sub-national organisations. Examples for the successful 
national performance are given by the Czech, France, Hungarian and Italian 
workshops that have already taken place in June, August and September 2008. 

The interviews and workshops held on a national level give a platform to the SDI stake-
holders to exchange experiences and knowledge on SDIs developed in the region. 
The evaluation of the SDIs by the eSDI-Net+ project Partners in advance supports 
structuring and concentration of the workshops where selected SDIs can present 
themselves to other SDIs and experts. The next step in succession of the workshops 
is the identification of the national SDIs that will present themselves on the Europe-
wide Best Practice Award. 

The activities for the International Conference and Best Practice Award  started at 
the end of the first project year and, so far, monitored project developments and pro-
vided the national effort with specific advice. Also, the early planning and organisa-
tion for the International Conference and the Best Practice Award with its procedure 
and the final event took place: The International Conference where the national Best 
Practice SDIs will present themselves to the jury will take place in Turin, Italy, on 
November 26th and 27th, 2009, ending with an Award Ceremony. 

A Call for Papers  which invites further SDIs to register for the Best Practice Award 
will be published on the project website in March 2009. 

It is estimated that this event will attract an international audience engaged in GI 
matters and usage at European, national, regional and local levels. Based on the 
concluding presentations and exhibitions of the finalists a final ranking will be applied. 
All finalists' solutions will be actively promoted to relevant stakeholders and media.  
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In parallel to those steps, efforts in the area of Dissemina-
tion and Awareness  are articulated over the whole duration 
of the project: already from the first month, the project has 
started its activities by creating a corporate image and draf-
ting the dissemination plan which aims at the identification of a common dissemina-
tion approach. Dissemination activities accompanied all the project work, meetings 
and events. The eSDI-Net+ partners participated in various events, conferences and 
meetings, in which the eSDI-Net+ project has been presented to the key players in 
the GI field and to the public. 

The eSDI-Net+ homepage 

w w w . e s d i n e t p l u s . e u  
 

has been set up and is available on the internet. It creates a meeting point among 
visitors and the participating partners, presenting the network objectives and the 
results that are gradually reached to the public and to interested stakeholders. The 
homepage includes an internal area, where the project partners have access to upda-
ted documentation and corporate image material that they can use in their countries 
for all aspects related to the dissemination, information and promotion. Also several 
local websites in some national languages, e.g. in Portuguese, Polish, Czech, Dutch 
and Hungarian, have been set up. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

To improve the visibility of eSDI-Net+ dissemination materials, e. g. an eSDI-Net+ flyer, 
have been distributed. A Newsletter has been set up after the first year to inform 
project partners, interested parties like the GI community and stakeholders on the 
ongoing activities.

Assessment and Sustainability  also are important topics of the eSDI-Net+ project. 
First steps have been taken towards the creation of a eSDI-Net+ Assessment Con-
cept, including the methodology and the questionnaires for the evaluation. This con-
cept consists of different questionnaires for the project coordinator, project members, 
national event organizers and for event participants. The results of this self-assess-
ment will be presented in spring 2009. Also a roadmap for the future sustainability 
concept and actions has been developed as a discussion basis among the project 
partners.  

The future activities for the second project year, based on the results and the current 
project progress, will focus first of all on the further preparation and realisation of the 
interviews of (sub-)national SDIs and the organisation and documentation of the 
national workshops. Within the next project months, eSDI-Net+ will proceed with the 
collection and documentation of relevant existing, local, regional and national SDI 
initiatives and the determination of common problems and good practice solutions. 

Furthermore, the eSDI-Net+ activities will finalize the criteria for the identification of 
the best practices for the Best Practice Award, based on experiences of the local 
activities so far and of further criteria already identified. The planning for the Best 
Practice Award will be pushed forward.  

Besides this, the first consolidated results of the eSDI-Net+ self-assessment concept 
will be elaborated and discussed among the consortium members. It will give the 
possibility to measure, if the project objectives have been reached and to which 
extend. Also, the long-term sustainability strategy will be further developed to estab-
lish the Network, define its goals and needs. 

Moreover, the expansion of the network will be continued to reach (sub-) national 
SDIs, more stakeholders and decision makers, as well as additional related projects 
and institutions. 
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7  I m p a c t  &  S u s t a i n a b i l i t y  
 

European dimension of the project 

Increasing the impact of the project the establishment of communication mechanisms 
between European and local levels is one of the main topics of the eSDI-Net+ pro-
ject. To maximize benefits of INSPIRE and GMES, the consortium collaborates and 
exchanges information with Joint Research Centre (JRC) as the technical respon-
sible for INSPIRE, EUROSTAT as the legal and organisational responsible for IN-
SPIRE. These organisations are informed regularly about project results and receive 
invitations to relevant project meetings, conferences and workshops. This is a 
substantial support for the project to build an integrated view of experts and foster 
creation of integrated guidelines, standards, and to implement best practices. 

 

   

 

Given its geographical coverage and the diversity of the project partners and stake-
holders, the proposed network has the right potential to gather multiple views of 
experts, knowledge and potential and permits the sharing of standardised integrated 
approaches and implementation of best practices as well as the concept and design 
of more efficient operational procedures. 

There also is substantial added value in European collaboration within the Network 
as none of the possible players has the critical mass in human or financial terms to 
undertake the work alone. On the contrary thanks to a networking co-operation pro-
cess, they complement one another: European collaboration increases access to pooled 
resources and technology transfer and emulates the ‘global’ marketplace. The Net-
work offers the possibility to add a wider dimension to the work because of better 
perceived and real problems, within a collaboration and technology transfer between 
new and old EU countries. The final eSDI-Net+ results will be of mutual benefit to old 
and new EU countries collaborators, trading in both directions. 

The existence of multi-cultural and multi-thematic interest groups within the Network 
will allow consensus on standards, methods and best practices and will enhance the  
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possibility to face those language, knowledge and fragmentation barriers that pre-
sently affect the accessibility and usability of Geographical Information and the estab-
lishment of SDI's. 

The harmonisation of spatial data, as foreseen by the INSPIRE Directive, involves 
organising thematic data (such as administrative units, transport networks, buildings 
and land parcels, land cover…) in a coherent model. At the data level coherence 
ensures that different data sets can be used together. At the data set level metadata 
must be defined to allow discovery and searching using terms which can be under-
stood in different languages and by different user communities. Improving the inter-
operability of data and services, hence optimising the data and information flows, is 
one of the main objectives of the INSPIRE Directive, on which also GMES Services 
rely. Only a wide European network can contribute to reach these goals, also at a 
trans-boundary level. 

The proposed network is intended to become a powerful tool to contribute to Europe’s 
ability to face new challenges and threats through the open access to information 
which is of strategic importance for the prosperous development of nations and re-
gions and to provide a strong impact the favours awareness, knowledge and usage 
of INSPIRE principles. Being conceived as a “Network of Networks”, eSDI-Net+ will 
progressively evolve to a fully integrated network where the benefits of sharing stand-
alone data and information from heterogeneous sources, selecting, aggregating and 
translating them, could be widely understood and appreciated within stakeholders 
and user communities, together with the opportunity of adopting common standards 
and specifications. This will also impact on the capability of adopting the current en-
vironmental EC policies having a strong territorial impact where a good quality GI 
plays a fundamental role. 

Impact on the target market and market prospect 

The network results will mainly have a knowledge and awareness impact, this will 
guarantee that much of the dissemination output expected will be further developed 
and put into practice. The transferred project knowledge represents in fact a high 
economic potential that is mainly represented by standard technical solutions trans-
ferable to other regional context, exploitable by GI commercial stakeholders or further 
developed by the network through other funded projects. 

The eSDI-Net+ Project will catalyse the collaboration of many GI market players and 
foster the development of a Single Market and the achievement of economies of 
scale. eSDI-Net+ will permit and move forward  the development of digital content in 
the GI area, one of the most important areas of public interest in Europe. This develop-
ment will not be possible or will occur at a slower pace, if left to market forces alone. 
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Efforts in sustainability: possible future activiti es, services and products 

The achievement of a long term impact for the partners of the eSDI-Net+ project, for 
the users of its network and its stakeholders is one of the project’s objectives. This is 
also a reason for the strategic involvement of all groups of stakeholders, because it 
allows the establishment of strong synergistic partnerships, which will continue after 
the project end.  

A significant measure to reach network sustainability and to increase the impact of 
the project is the network enlargement activities. Several consortium members, such 
as EUROGI, INI-GraphicsNet Stiftung, AGILE, AGISEE and GISIG, are already 
successfully acting networks and will exchange their view and experiences and 
develop an integrated strategy for eSDI-Net+. 

The progress of fostering sustainability of eSDI-Net+’s thematic network is still in an 
early stage. But the importance of this topic is represented by the fact that a special 
work package responsible for sustainability and assessment has been established. 

 

8  F u r t h e r  I n f o r m a t i o n  
 

Best Practice Award, Call and Event 

Following to the identification and analysis process, the eSDI-NET+ project will award 
the European's SDI Best Practices at sub national level. The overall competition will 
be based on the SDI evaluation criteria which have been defined during the process 
for the identification and analysis of SDI Best Practices. 

After the finalisation of the criteria for assessing SDI best practices, an official Call 
for Entries  will be launched in early 2009. In response and in addition to the already 
evaluated candidates from the identification and analysis phase, further SDI's will be 
asked to submit their application.  

The International Conference and Award Ceremony  will take place in Turin, Italy, 
on November 26th and 27th, 2009, where a final selection of SDIs is given the oppor-
tunity to present themselves, as well as relevant organisations and companies, who 
would like to showcase at the event. 

The Best Practices will be widely announced among the GI community and presen-
ted to the broad public. The success showcases will be demonstrated to the network 
participants during specific showcase workshops and different conferences, e. g. the 
JRC Conference 2009 and the eSDI-Net+ Final Conference 2010. Internet based 
showcases will be implemented. Further awareness activities will be implemented to 
increase the visibility and the benefits of the successful SDIs.
